2025 Allstar Tournament Rules Overview
The Northern California Girls Softball Association Allstar tournament will primarily use the Rules of USA Softball with some exceptions as noted below. 
· Time Limit: Saturday; 75 minutes Drop Dead. Score dose Not revert back to pervious inning. Pool play games can end in a tie.
· Sunday including Championship Game; No new inning after 75 minutes finish the inning.    
· USA Softball Run rules apply: 15 after 3; 12 after 4; 8 after 5. 
· NorCal Run Rules will be in effect as well: In All divisions of play a team will have a 5 run per-inning maximum.  
· NorCal will allow teams to use the Extended Lineup Option for the entire tournament. Saturday & Sunday.
· Extended Lineup Options are: 
· 1) Bat 9 play 9.
· 2) Bat 9 play 10 with the DP/Flex option. 
· 3) Bat up to 15 players using Extra Player (EP) option. Note*DP/Flex & EP Options may be used together.  
· 4) When batting more than 9 players and a player leaves the game for any reason. The batting order will be compressed without penalty. Should the lineup drop below 9, an out will be charged in the open spot in the order. Teams Can Not Play with less than 8 players. 
· Courtesy Runners- Can be used for the Pitcher, & Catcher Only, at any point in the game. It can be any player on the lineup card, in or out of the game. A player may only run for either the Pitcher or Catcher. The same player cannot run for both. The CR rules will be in place for both Saturday & Sunday. 
· CR Note*If a player is on base as the CR when it’s her turn to bat, they will be pulled off base to hit. The person who she is running for will be called Out. 
· Pitching- All divisions, 4 innings maximum. Championship games will have open pitching. 
· Tiebreaker Procedure- Pool games can end in a tie.  
· Bracket games must have a winner. 
· If tied at the completion of time or innings. A runner will be placed at second base in the next inning. If still tied after one inning of play. In the second inning of tiebreaker play, runners will be placed at 3rd & 2nd base and until there is a winner.
· In each scenario the runner(s) being placed on base will be the batter scheduled to bat last, and next to last (when placing two runners) in that half inning. 
· For more details of any of the above rules consult your NorCal or USA Softball rule books.
